in Thurston County who need non-medical support.  
UCAN clients range in age from under 2 years to 
over 65.  The majority have incomes below the 
poverty level.  UCAN assists its clients by providing 
information and referral to community resources; 
support groups;  housing and rental assistance;  
emergency  financial assistance for utilities; basic 
needs closet; and a small food pantry focusing on 
protein sources.   

In addition to serving its clients, UCAN’s outreach 
and education program reaches thousands of 
community members with HIV prevention 
messages. The prevention educator and clients 
from the UCAN Speakers Bureau present 
prevention information to students, social services 
providers and community agencies, and 
participants in substance abuse programs.  
UCAN also provides anonymous HIV counseling 
and testing.  The Olympia Men’s Project (OMP) is 
a UCAN prevention program that focuses on 
young men who are gay/bisexual/transgender.   

In March, 2006, UCAN hosted a Women and 
Girls HIV Awareness Day conference in Olympia.  
This event included workshops covering topics 
ranging from sexually transmitted diseases to 
domestic violence and substance abuse as risks 
for HIV transmission.  The conference was 
funded by a grant from the federal Department of 
Health and Human Services, Office on Women’s 
Health, Region X. 

In 2006, UCAN sponsored the Thurston County 
AIDS Walk and participated jointly with Pierce 
County and local restaurants in Dining Out for 
Life.  UCAN is grateful to the local business 
community for supporting its fundraising activities 
and its programs. 

 

United Communities AIDS Network (UCAN) has 
served the Thurston County community for 21 
years, providing support services for people living 
with HIV/AIDS.  As the epidemic has grown, 
UCAN has expanded its services to include the 
delivery of HIV prevention and education activi-
ties to assist in reducing the spread of HIV in our 
community.  

In Washington State, 16,342 people have been 
diagnosed with HIV/AIDS since 1982, and in 
Thurston County some 160  people are living 
with HIV/AIDS.  In 2006, UCAN served more than 
100 people living with HIV/AIDS, including 15 
new clients.   

Although there have been tremendous advances in 
the treatment of HIV/AIDS over the past 10 years, 
there still is no cure or vaccine.  Every year, UCAN 
clients succumb to the effects of HIV.  People living 
with this disease may suffer from sometimes severe 
side effects of medications and can have chronic 
pain or fatigue.  As a result, they may be unable to 
work, and  may have nutritional, housing, social, and 
financial needs.   

In late 2006, UCAN received a very generous be-
quest from a former client. The donor specified that 
the bulk of the bequest be designated for client 
emergency assistance. The UCAN Board of Direc-
tors decided to create an endowment with this gift to 
ensure the financial stability of UCAN and assure 
that services for clients will not be interrupted should 
a funding emergency arise, such as a sudden loss 
of funding.  

UCAN will continue to rely on the generosity of 
individuals, our corporate sponsors, and public 
and private funding to fulfill its mission.
